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Expressway Traffic Control in the Event of
an Earthquake Warning

@ Vehicular traffic in designated areas and routes will be banned.
@ Vehicle traffic to the expressways from the interchanges within these
areas will be banned.
@ Traffic will be controlled as necessary depending on the state of emergencies.
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% Earthquake Warning Declaration
As part of the government's disaster prevention measures to minimize suffering due to earth-

quakes, an 'Earthquake Warning Declaration' will be announced when a major quake is forecast.
When seismic abnormalities are observed, a decision making team of 6 Meteorological Agency
seismologists is held. If a decision is reached that a major earthquake is imminent, the Director-
General of the Agency reports to the Prime Minister that the Agency recommends the issue of the
'Earthquake Warning Declaration'. The Prime Minister, in consultation with Cabinet Members,

then takes appropriate action.
